3. Indian Wells Valley Groundwater Authority (IWVGA) 

Director Griffin reported on the December 13th IWVGA Board meeting.  
• Board Rotation – the District’s representative was next in rotation to be the Vice-

Chair on the IWVGA Board, however, the IWVGA board elected to skip the District 
this year.  Director Griffin did oppose this decision but was out voted. 

• The Board elected to renew its contract for one more year with Regional Government 
Services (RGS), which provides administrative and managerial staffing. 

• The Board approved an amendment (not a change order) to last year’s contract with 
Capital Core, increasing the budget 

• The Board authorized the General Manager to sign documents for agreements with 
the Bureau of Land Management (BLM). 

• The Board approved a rate increase requested by Stetson Engineering.  
• There were some comments made regarding the District’s news release regarding 

recharge to the Valley. Stetson stated that they would review the new science that has 
been introduced by this report. 

• There was a court hearing on Friday, December 22, regarding the Adjudication. The 
judge did make a ruling regarding further notification of the small pumpers, legal 
representation, and non-legal representation.
